Ministers of Care bring the Eucharist to those unable to come to Church as well as
visit parishioners in area hospitals.

Archdiocesan policy requires that Ministers of Communion at Mass or for the sick shall be baptized and confirmed
Roman Catholics who regularly share in the Eucharist. Catechesis and liturgical training should be completed
before ministers are mandated for service.

Ushers are men and women who provide hospitality to all who take part in our parish liturgies. Ushers
greet people, take up the collection and assist in any way necessary.
